Grading Procedures: 

Homework/Class work

Journals

Tests

(100 pts) A test will be given at the end of each nine-week period and will be a culmination of all previously learned material.


Projects/Papers 

(100pts) Projects will be given throughout the year, and will vary in content and presentation format (i.e.: papers, slideshows, performances, etc)


Participation and Concert Attendance 

(50 pts)   Students will be asked to participate in activities such as “exploring instruments,”  “group music jam,” and “music sharing activities.”   Each class member must attend one concert per semester.  The student must have a program and write a brief critique of the performance.
